While it is almost undoubtedly true that the suprasegmentals contribute far more than
the segmentals(sounds)to intelligibility for the native receiver, complicating factors in
interlanguage talk make it necessary to maintain a balance between the segmentals and
suprasegmentals in teaching where the learner’s goal is to be effective in EIL rather than

in EFL (native/non-native) contexts.
